We were asked by T Jolly of Preston to provide a ground source heat pump for heating only.  This was to heat an 

existing building attached to the main school, via under floor heating.  

 

The area for the GSHP installation as you can see from the picture on the right was in a small cupboard. The Dim-

plex SIK ME  which is very compact in design, incorporates an integral buffer tank which feeds the under floor 

heating, is ideal in this situation.  

 

The heat pump extracts its heat from 6 boreholes drilled by our specialist drilling sub -contractors.  

 

This installation was completed in August 2008.
